Irregularities in brass hardness and thickness may also affect
the amount of shoulder setback, resulting in headspace
variations. This method also precluded “squaring” the die in the press because firm contact with the
shellholder was not always possible.

Shellholder Selection

The nominal depth for industry standard shellholders is 0.125”. The number stamped on the top rear of the
new Redding Competition Shellholder indicates its increased depth over this standard, and thus the amount it
will decrease case to chamber headspace.

To select the proper shellholder for your firearm’s Competition Shellholders provide .002” to .010” less
